He travelled by military transports to avoid being searched. His surviving let-
ters are often coy about committing to paper any detail of his transactions with
his contacts (‘I went to see a certain native’ or ‘I went to the desert near the
pyramids and met a man’ - two occasions when he returned with purchase of
papyri).” However, Wallis Budge later recalled how he foiled the outcry over
his purchase of a valuable papyrus by cutting it into small sections, hiding it
between photographsin an album wrapped in gaudy paper, dodging the Antig-
uities Service by travelling fourth class to Suez before taking a mail boat out of
the country.” ‘He despoiled the ancient East without a scruple to pile up treas-
ures for the national collections,’ one friend indulgently reminisced. ‘It pleased
him to be called a “robber” in the interests of his country.”’

The archaeologist William Flinders Petrie, who was set to make archaeologi-
cal fieldwork a scrupulous forensic science in a long career that began in Egypt
in 1880, was horrified by the cavalier spirit of the man he privately nicknamed
Bugbear.” When questions were asked in the House of Commons about
Tumours’ and ‘grave doubts’ over Wallis Budge’s methods in 1892, the eminent
politician Arthur Balfour warned off any further discussion, arguing that ‘the
utility of any action Mr Budge may take in the future will be considerably im-
paired, to the great detriment of the Museum and of public learning if his con-
duct were discussed.”™ With this kind of official sanction Wallis Budge could
ignore legal questions and professional developmentsin archaeological practice.
He eventually retired in 1924, lamenting the decline of the Egyptian adventure.
