An indurated grey limestone relief fragment from Persepolis, the
fabled ceremonial capital of the Achaemenid Empire founded by
Cyrus the Great and sacked by Alexander the Great. The fragment is
carved with a series of torus bands which would have formed part of

a leg from a representation of a throne or banqueting table.

The city of Persepolis was declared a UNESCO World Heritage Site in
1979. Sculpture from the city is exceptionally rare in private
ownership and the royal provenance of this piece makes it quite

unique.
