The most popular letters or signs were a circle (O) and the Nabatacan letter n.
They were put on the coins in various combinations, on one or both sides of the
coin, usually together but sometimes separately. Meshorer suggests that the n
stood for “the name of the mint master of the Nabatacan magistrate, or some such
personage”, and as it occurs over a long period of time, that it not only stood for
onc mint master’s name, but might indicate a “hereditary family-name of the
mint-master”. Concerning the circle, he suggested that it is not a Nabatacan letter,
but a sign that stood for the Aramaic name for Petra — Reqem — which means a
stain, spot or (circular) piece of embroidery.!! Schmitt-Korte and Price suggest
that these are the Nabatacan letters © and n, an abbreviation of nnan 5o (Sela of
Arctas), meaning “Nabatacan money”.!? This suggestion does not apply when one
of the letters appears alone. Another problem is the shape of the letter o for y5o.
The v is known from the Nabatacan coins of Aretas IV!3 with a different shape —
not a circle.
